by the present deed, the appearing parties (the "Founders") declare
that they have resolved to create a foundation (the "Foundation") under

the name European University Foundation - Campus Europae, which shall
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be governed by Title Il of the law of 21 April 1928 on non-profit
associations and foundations, as amended (the "Law of 21 April 1928, as
amended"), and by its articles set forth below (the "Articles"); and, to
assign to the Foundation the assets designated in article 5 of the
Articles:

CHAPTER I. - Name, Registered Office & Duration

Article 1

The Foundation bears the name: EUROPEAN UNIVERSITY
FOUNDATION -CAMPUS EUROPAE, abbreviated "EUF-CE".

Article 2

The Foundation’s registered office is located in Munsbach. In

accordance with Article 12 of these Articles, it can be transferred to any
other place in the Grand Duchy of Luxembourg.

Article 3

The Foundation has perpetual existence.

CHAPTERIII, - Purpose

Article 4

41. The Foundation’s purpose is to:

a) promote excellence in research, teaching and service, and
create a critical mass for higher university educational standards, by
leveraging the richness of the cultural differences within the European
Union territory through the support of student and teacher exchanges
among European universities;

b) build a close co-operative network of universities in Europe as a
cultural and educational space (the "Campus Europae Network");

c) foster and develop the university culture and organization
required for this purpose;

d) support and promote European-wide employability of university-
graduates and knowledge transfer between the universities and
economic, social and administrative organizations; and

e) confer degrees, diplomas and certificates within the limits
established by the law and regulations.

42 The Foundation will not itself exercise the activity of a

university or perform the administrative or financial management of a
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university or university-level educational institution.

4.3 The Foundation may accept additional founders who support
the above-mentioned purpose of the Foundation. With the agreement of
the Board of Directors, additional founders may be accepted in so far as
they support the objectives of the Foundation.

CHAPTERlil,- Assets and Resources

Article 5 Assignment of Assets

51. The Founder as listed above at No. 1) makes an initial
contribution to the Foundation in the amount of 25,000.- €.

5.2 The Founders as listed above at Nos. 2) to 20) each make
an initial contribution to the Foundation in the amount of 2,500.- €.

5.3. The Foundation will be entitled to use these funds after
approval of this deed by Grand-Ducal decree.

Article 6 Resources

The Foundation shall finance the activities carried out in fulfillment of
its purpose with the following resources:

- the income generated by the Foundation's assets and their
administration; ,

- grants and subsidies received from States, national and supra-
national bodies and institutions, as well as similar contributions;

- donations and legacies of all kinds that the Foundation receives in

accordance with article 36 of the Law of 21 April 1928, as amended.

CHAPTER IV.- Administration
Article 7 Board of Directors

7.1. The Foundation is administered and represented by a Board of
Directors (the "Board"). The Board shall consist of a minimum of nine (9),
and a maximum of thirty (30) directors (the "Directors").

7.2. The rectors of each of the founding universities or their legal
representatives as well as the president of the Initiative Campus Europae
(European University Foundation) Witten e.V. are Directors of the
Foundation. Their mandate can be limited in time.

7.3. Apart from ending his mandate in accordance with the
provisions of article 7, subsection 2, a Director may be dismissed only
by judicial decision and in accordance with the provisions of article 40,
paragraph 2, of the Law of 21 April 1928, as amended.

7.4. The Board may appoint as additional Directors the rectors of
Universities who signed the Campus Europae Concept or their legal
representatives, and persons who support the purpose of the
Foundation.

Article 8 Powers of the Board

8.1 The Board has the broadest powers to manage the
Foundation’s activities and to undertake any acts of management and
resolution which are in the interest and within the purpose of the
Foundation.

8.2. Any action of the Board shall respect the law and these
Articles, and shall be made in the best interest of the Foundation.

8.3. The Board represents the Foundation, both in and outside of
judicial proceedings.

8.4. The Foundation is validly bound by the joint signature of the
President (see article 9 below) (or, in his absence, a vice-president) and
one of the Directors.
8.5In matters pertaining to the Foundation’s day-to-day management,

the Foundation will be validly bound by the Secretary General’s sole
signature.

Article 9 Proceedings of the Board
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9.1. The Board shall elect from among its members a
president (the "President"), and may elect from among its members up
to three vice-presidents (the "Vice-Presidents"). The President shall
preside at all meetings of the Board. In his absence, a meeting shall be
chaired by the first Vice-President. If no Vice-President is in office or
present, the Board may appoint another Director as President pro
tempore by a majority vote of the Directors present at such meeting.

9.2. Meetings are called by the President, or, in his absence,
by the first Vice-President or, if no Vice-President is in office or present,
by the first Director, as often as the activities of the Foundation so
require, and at least once per year. A meeting shall also be called upon
the request of at least four Directors. Such request shall include the
agenda of the meeting. Each year, on or before the third Wednesday of
February, at three (3) p.m., the Board shall hold a meeting at the
Foundation’s registered office, or any other place as determined in the
convening notice, to approve the annual accounts for the financial year
just ended and the budget for the then-current financial year.

9.3. Written notice of any Board meeting and of the agenda
shall be given to all Directors at least four (4) weeks in advance of the
date set for such meeting.

9.4. In any case, the Board meeting shall be deemed duly
convened and constituted if all Directors are present and agree to hold
the meeting.

9.5. Any Director may act at any Board meeting by appointing
in writing another Director as his proxy. No Director shall represent
more than one other Director by such proxy, and no proxy shall be valid

for more than one meeting.



9.6. The Board may validly deliberate and decide if all the
Directors in office were duly convened to the meeting. Three (3) must
be in attendance to constitute a quorum.

9.7. Resolutions are taken by simple majority vote of the
Directors, either present or represented. When there is parity, the
President (or, as the case may be, the chairing Vice-President or the
President pro tempore appointed pursuant to article 9 subsection 1)
casts the deciding vote. Amendment to these Articles or to the
Foundation’s purpose will be subject to the majority voting requirements
and procedures and approval stipulated in article 12 below.

9.8. The Board meeting minutes shall be taken and filed in a
special register kept at the Foundation's registered office. The President
and Secretary General shall sign the meeting minutes.

Article 10 Secretary General

10.1. The Board shall appoint, supervise and discharge a
secretary general (the "Secretary General"), who shall not be a Director,
and shall determine his compensation.

10.2. The Secretary General is responsible for the Foundation’s
day-to-day management and shall act under the responsibility of the
Board.

10.3. He may bind the Foundation by his signature solely in
matters relevant to the Foundation’s day-to-day management.

10.4. In particular, the Secretary General shall:

a. apply the due diligence of a prudent person in the day-to-
day administration of the Foundation's assets;

b. by the second Wednesday of February of each year,
prepare and submit to the Board a draft financial budget for the then-
current financial year which shall specify the long-term projects to be
carried forward from year to year; and

C. prepare and submit to the Board, the Foundation’s draft
annual accounts as well as a draft comprehensive management report on
the Foundation’s activities for the financial year just ended, by the second
Wednesday of the month of February of the year following the financial

year just ended.
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CHAPTER V.- Annual Accounts and Budget
Article 11
11.1. The Foundation's activities shall be subject to a regular

accounting.

11.2. Each year, the Board establishes the Foundation's annual
accounts for the financial year just ended and a budget for the then-
current year.

11.3. The Foundation's financial year starts on the 1st of March
and ends on the last day of February.

11.4. As an exception, the first financial year starts from this
deed’s approval date by Grand-Ducal decree, and ends on the 28
February 2009.

11.5.  In conformity with Article 34 of the Law of 21 April 1928, as
amended, the Foundation Directors must submit their annual accounts
and budget to the Minister of Justice each year, within two months of the
end of the fiscal year.

11.6. Within the same time period, the annual accounts and
budget are published in the "Mémorial, Recueil des Sociétés et
Associations".

Chapter VI.- Amendment of the Articles

Article 12

12.1. These Articles may be amended by a two-thirds majority

vote taken by the Directors present or represented. Each amendment
shall be subject to the approval formalities and procedures provided in
Article 32 of the Law of 21 April 1928, as amended.

12.2. The purpose of the Foundation may only be amended by a
two-thirds majority vote taken by the Directors present or represented,
and shall be subject to the formalities and procedure of approval provided
for by Article 32 of the Law of 21 April 1928, as amended.

Chapter VII- Winding-Up Proceedings

Article 13

13.1. The winding-up of the Foundation is governed by the

provisions of articles 41 and 42 of the Law of 21 April 1928, as amended.

13.2. The net assets resulting from the liquidation of the
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Foundation shall be transferred to a non-profit association recognized to
be of public utility by Grand Ducal decree or foundation created under
Luxembourg law, the purpose of which is as similar as possible to the
Foundation’s purpose.

Chapter VIil.- Miscellaneous

Article 14

All matters not specifically referred to in these Articles are governed
by the Law of 21 April 1928, as amended.

Article 15 Statutory Nominations and Registered Office

15.1. As an exception, and in derogation of the provisions of
article 7 of these Articles, the Founders shall name the Foundation’s first
Directors.

15.2.  Directors
The initial number of Directors is set at eighteen (18).
